The Dale W. Nelson Award 
Background
The Dale W. Nelson Award is available to students registered in the History BA programme or History majors in the Arts and Contemporary Studies (ACS) programme studying for at least one semester abroad as part of an international exchange. 
The award, formerly known as the History Travel Award, was founded by Dr. Arne Kislenko in 2006 with the belief that an international educational experience gives students a greater appreciation of diversity in the world, and simultaneously increases their self-confidence and independence. The award is now named for Dale W. Nelson (1958-1993), Dr. Kislenko’s best friend and brother-in-law, whose intellectual curiosity, legendary humour, and love of History were always inspirational. Criteria

Students must be enrolled full-time at Ryerson in either the History BA programme or as a History major in the Arts and Contemporary Studies programme. They must be registered in an international exchange programme authorized by the Department of History, and approved by the Undergraduate Programme Director, for a minimum of one academic term abroad. A minimum accumulative average of 3.33 (B+) is required. Applicants must be citizens of Canada, residents of Ontario, and meet the conditions of financial need as established by the Office of Student Services. 

The Award

In any academic year, a maximum of two awards of $2000 each may be awarded to qualified candidates. The Department of History reserves the right to not offer the award in any year for any reason. 

Applying

For an exchange starting in January 2015, students should submit an application to the Department of History Awards Committee by 16:00 hours Friday, October 30, 2015.  Applications must include:

1) a résumé 
2) a statement of interest and intent, maximum of 500 words, clearly indicating how the exchange opportunity abroad will benefit their further study and/or personal development 

3) grade transcripts 
4) two letters of reference 

5) the completed from Ryerson University Office of Student Services regarding financial status and need (available at: http://www.ryerson.ca/content/dam/fcs/students/awards/OTSS%20Budget%20Form.pdf )
